Each of these web pages also contains a link in their 

respective left-hand columns to a page of Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) which you, your 

graduate, and your guests may find useful as you prepare for the big day. 

 

You will receive mailed reminders just prior to Thanksgiving Break and Spring Break, featuring 

web site information, highlighting special graduation topics, and notifying you of any significant 

updates to the Commencement Weekend plan. 

 

On the enclosed page is a list of important dates to keep in mind as you make plans to attend 

graduation in May. The Commencement website will be updated with additional information as 

preparations are finalized over the coming months.

 Commencement Weekend Registration OPENS for Parents and Guests 

Thursday, March 1, 2012, at 9:00 a.m. EST – www.kenyon.edu/commencement 

Online registration opens. Parents and guests begin to register for MEAL TICKETS, on-

campus residence hall reservations, and special services (wheelchair rentals, etc.) Kenyon 

does not use tickets for ceremonies – you may bring as many guests to Commencement as 

you wish, whether we are outdoors at our traditional site or indoors at our rain site. 

 

 Graduation Fair 2012 at the Kenyon College Bookstore 

Sunday, March 25, and Monday, March 26, 2012, from Noon until 6:00 p.m. EST 

Seniors sign up for their cap and gown, have their senior portrait taken for the yearbook, 

order announcements and class rings, and receive important graduation information.

Online registration closes. Changes to reservations (e.g. an elderly grandparent can no longer
