This seminar will examine the tumultuous age of the Tudors and Stuarts.  It will investigate the Henrician Reformation and the religious twists and turns to which it gave rise, the remarkable reign of Elizabeth I, the challenges faced by the early Stuarts, the events leading to the “Civil Wars” of the 1640s, the character and impact of the English Republic and Cromwellian Protectorate (the Interregnum), the restoration of the Stuarts, and the developments culminating in the so-called “Glorious Revolution.”  Although problems of a political nature will be prominently featured, attention will also be paid to important social and cultural themes.
