This seminar will introduce students to the last several hundred years of Irish history.  A small country it may be, but Ireland occupies an important place in the history of imperialism, nationalism, economic and demographic crisis, mass emigration, political revolution, and sectarian strife.  The seminar format will allow us to investigate these and other themes with care.  It will also enable students to pursue a concentrated study of a specific topic in Irish history.  Each of you will produce a description of your topic and an annotated bibliography, a historiographical essay treating a minimum of four secondary works, and a substantial research essay of some 4000 words (both a first draft and a revised and improved version).  Although I will distribute a list of possible topics, you are at liberty to select a topic not on this list, provided you have done so in consultation with the instructor.  Beyond written assignments, your responsibilities will  include close attention to assigned readings, participation in class discussion, the periodic electronic submission of discussion questions (to be distributed by 10:00 the morning of the day the class meets to HIST43400s10@kenyon.edu), and the presentation of  oral reports on key figures in Irish history.
