       In January 2006, the College opened its new Kenyon Athletic Center, a 263,000-square foot building designed by architect Graham Gund.  The striking glass-and-steel facility provides a full range of fitness and recreational offerings and brings all the College's indoor sports under one roof, with a basketball/volleyball arena, a natatorium with a 22-lane swimming pol, a 200-meter track, four racquetball courts, eight squash courts, and four tennis courts.  Also included are a 12,000-square-foot fitness and weight-training center, conference and seminar rooms, two multipurpose rooms for dance, martial arts, and yoga instruction, a 120-seat theater, and extensive locker, office, and sports-medicine areas.
