Kenyon College IRB Informed Consent Requirements for Exempt Research

The Kenyon College IRB recognizes ethical obligations to inform participants of research about the purpose and procedures of the research even when the research falls into an exempt category.  Typically, the IRB requires the following elements of informed consent for research that falls into an exempt category:

1. A statement of the purpose of the research

2. An explanation of the procedures of the study

3. If there are any risks, benefits or compensation, provide details 

4. A statement that participation in the research is voluntary and that a participant can stop participation at any time.  A statement that participants can choose not to answer any question for any reason.

5. Contact information for the investigator and faculty advisor if the investigator is a student.

For example:
