Please insert the details that are specific to your study. Remove all information that is not appropriate to your study.  You do not have to use the headings given, but most areas are required information.Additionally, here are some tips for creating the parental consent form:

· Keep the language simple.  Consent forms should usually be written at about an 8th grade reading level or below.  Avoid use of technical terms.  When using acronyms or abbreviations, spell out the full meaning the first time used. 

· Compose the consent form to speak TO the parents of minor participants, not ABOUT them, i.e.  “Your child will be asked to…” instead of “The participant will be asked to…”

· The title of the study on the consent form need not match the title of the study in the project outline form.  Sometimes it is warranted to use a simpler title for the consent form.

· Most sections are required.  However, you may remove the Compensation section if no compensation is to be offered to participants.

· To see templates for other consent form models (adult participant consent, assent, etc.), please check the website: Informed Consent and Waiver of Consent

· If the researcher is a student, please include researcher and advisor’s contact information in the Contact Information section.  Do not give residential addresses. Email and phone only.
· Include a version date in the footer of the consent form.  If revisions are requested by the board, update the version date when requested revisions are made.

· The parent/guardian should sign a copy and keep a copy.
