Guidelines for Gund Funds

The programming ideas presented by any student must follow these guidelines:

1. The activity must take place in Gund Commons.

2. The person(s) with the programming idea must submit the attached application to the Gund Commons Student Manager, Victor Lamond.

3. No alcohol can be present at the function and Kenyon College policies must be followed at all times.

4. Request must be submitted at least 7 days before the event to be considered.

5. An evaluation must be submitted after the event has taken place.

The Gund Commons Manager, Victor Lamond, and Director of Student Activities, Brent Turner, will determine whether or not funding will be appropriated for the proposed programming.  Programming ideas may be fully or partially funded according to the constraints of the budget.  In order to assure timely funding for your proposed event, you are encouraged to submit your ideas well in advance.

Note:  The money in this discretionary fund will be a set amount that may not cover the cost of the entire event.  Funds will be issued according to the social interest on the Kenyon College campus.  The purpose for this fund is to promote non-alcoholic social activities in Gund Commons.  Individuals or groups requesting Gund Funds are encouraged to submit requests for additional financial assistance from other sources, such as Fun Funds and Social Board, in case Gund Funds are not granted or are insufficient for the programming costs.  Further, the Gund Commons space must be reserved through Lorie Shults prior to application for Gund Funds.
